Other Site Characteristics

Espacio marino que ocupa gran parte de la plataforma continental frente a la costa da Morte, en el NW de Galicia. Su limite
interior se extiende desde la punta das Olas (Caidn) (al NE) hasta cabo Tourifidan (al SW), donde se aparta de la linea de costa
ly sigue direccion sur hasta la altura de Muros. Su limite exterior coincide, a grandes rasgos, con el borde de plataforma-talud,
superando los 600 m de profundidad en algunos puntos. La zona presenta una elevada productividad, principalmente entre
mayo y septiembre, época en la que el régimen de vientos (predominantemente del norte) provoca fendémenos de
afloramiento de aguas profundas. Estos afloramientos se acenttan por la confluencia de dos importantes corrientes de ambito
atlantico, la subpolar y la subtropical. En invierno, la zona se ve influenciada por la corriente célida del sur o corriente de
Navidad. Los fondos son principalmente arenosos y fangosos. Entre las comunidades vegetales, cabe destacar la presencia de
bosques costeros de kelp y de fucales, en el limite sur de su distribucidon. Representa una importante zona de desove y
reclutamiento para numerosas especies de peces, inclusive pequefos pelagicos (sardina), lo que se traduce en abundancia de
alimento para las aves.

4.2 Quality and importance

El interés del espacio radica en su importancia como embudo migratorio debido a su privilegiada situacién geografica y a los
fuertes vientos predominantes de componente N y NW. Se estima que mas de un millén de aves marinas pasan por esta zona
durante el verano-otofio (migracion postnupcial). La mayor parte de las aves en migracion provienen del norte de Europa y
Siberia occidental, pero también hay especies mediterraneas (pardela balear, Puffinus mauretanicus), nearticas (gaviota de
Sabine, Larus sabini) y del hemisferio Sur (pardela sombria, Puffinus griseus). La elevada productividad de la zona la
convierte también en una importante area de alimentacién, tanto para las especies en migracién como para las locales
(reproductoras e invernantes). Entre las reproductoras locales destacan la gaviota tridactila (Rissa tridactyla) y el arao comun
ibérico (Uria aalge ibericus), que concentran sus Unicas colonias espafolas en las costas enfrentadas a la ZEPA. La zona
también presenta colonias de paifio europeo (Hydrobates pelagicus) y cormoran mofiudo (Phalacrocorax aristotelis
aristotelis). Existe, asimismo, una pequeia colonia de pardela cenicienta (Calonectris diomedea borealis) situada en las islas
Sisargas, muy afectada por la depredacién por gatos.
