Other Site Characteristics

Este espacio marino engloba la parte externa de las rias de Arosa, Pontevedra y Vigo, asi como el area peldgica contigua a
éstas. De este modo, el espacio rodea las islas Cies, Ons y de Salvora, asi como numerosos islotes de diverso tamafio. Las
profundidades maximas son de 700 m, si bien la mayor parte de este enclave no supera los 200 m. Las mezclas de agua en
la zona y los aportes de nutrientes de las rias, hacen del espacio un enclave de gran productividad. La circulacion de las
l@aguas en las rias se produce por diferencias de densidad entre las aguas que fluyen por la superficie hacia mar abierto y las
mas densas que entran por el fondo hacia la costa. Las mareas no influyen de forma substancial en el flujo de las aguas
fuera de las rias, pero si facilitan la mezcla y reducen la diferencia de salinidad entre las distintas capas de agua. En la
zona, el viento que sopla del norte provoca la entrada de aguas frias, profundas y ricas en nutrientes. La alta productividad
descrita explica que el area sea un excelente lugar de cria para multitud de peces, moluscos y crustaceos.

4.2 Quality and importance

El entorno marino de las Rias Baixas se caracteriza por presentar aguas de elevada productividad y riqueza. En ellas se
lobservan importantes concentraciones de pardela balear (Puffinus mauretanicus) durante los meses de verano, tanto de
alimentacion como de muda, asi como las mejores zonas de la peninsula para la invernada del colimbo grande (Gavia
immer) o la serreta mediana (Mergus serrator). El area reline también las colonias de cria de cormoran mofudo
(Phalacrocorax aristotelis aristotelis) mas importantes del litoral atlantico espafiol, asi como las mayores concentraciones
lespafiolas de gaviota patiamarilla (Larus michahellis). También es destacable la presencia de pardela cenicienta
(Calonectris diomedea) o de paifio europeo (Hydrobates pelagicus), que se reproducen en pequefios nUmeros en el Parque
Nacional de las Islas Atlanticas. La situacion geografica de esta zona explica su importancia como lugar de paso para varias
lespecies de aves marinas en migracion. Entre ellas destaca la gaviota de Sabine (Larus sabini), muy abundante durante el
otofo en zonas ligadas al borde de plataforma continental.
